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Our literacy unit this is an introduction to “food” in preparation for Thanksgiving.  We read the book Mouse Mess, by Linnea Riley this week.
Important ideas:

In this story, a mouse ventures out for a nighttime snack and  turns the kitchen into a midnight mess.   He's just waking up, in fact, as the human family toddles off to bed, and the kitchen is his food playground!
Articulation sounds:

“lip sounds”: m, b, p:  mouse, mess, munch, pile, pour, bed, people

“tongue sounds”:  t, d, n:  time, taste, toes, 
“Back of the mouth” sounds:  k, g,:  corn, cookie, cracker, gooey
“Blowing” sounds:  w, h: hush, house, walls, “who made this mess?”
“teeth on your lip” sounds:  f, v:  food, feet, flakes, fall, fun
“snake sound”  s:  sound, snack, sniff, sticky, mess
WH-Questions for review:  Use complete sentences to answer.
1. When did the mouse get up to eat?
2. What did he get into?  
3. What does he think at the end?

4. CHALLENGE:  What do you think the people will think of the mess?

Language Activities to practice at home:

1. Use canned food, cereal or cracker boxes, and other food items at home to talk about the foods, how they taste, how they look and feel.  Sort them into categories (junk foods vs. healthy foods, sort by color, sort by “things I like” and “things I don’t like”).
2. When you go shopping, talk about all of the different types of foods that you see.

3. Make a collage of foods from magazines.
